Eurocarers, the European federation of Carers Associations and research institutions in the field of caregiving, is looking for a part time project coordinator assisting the Executive Board to carry out the WP3 of the INNOVAGE project (FP7-Health).
Eurocarers is a European non-profit organisation representing informal carers and their organisations, with the aim to advance their interests across Europe (www.eurocarers.org), by working with members and other stakeholders with a focus on initiatives relevant to the work of the European Institutions.
The aim of the WP3 of the INNOVAGE project – a broader project which is coordinated by the University of Sheffield (UK) – is threefold:

· to develop and pilot a set of ICT-based support services for carers;
· to assess the impact of the ICT-based support services;
· to implement a single entry point web-platform for carers at EU-level.
This activity will be carried out in close cooperation with INRCA (Ancona, Italy), the institution which will have the main responsibility for completing this WP3.

Key responsibilities of the candidate will be in project management and coordination of R&D, training and dissemination tasks to achieve the above indicated aims, under the supervision from Eurocarers senior staff and supported by Eurocarers secretariat. In particular, the candidate will: 
1. Be the contact person for Eurocarers in correspondence within the consortium and representing Eurocarers during project meetings/teleconferences and other dissemination events;

2. Carry out desk research concerning caregiving issues and social innovations in this field through information and communication technologies (ICTs), including field research activities (e.g. recruitment of a sample of carers, administration of questionnaires etc.); 
3. Develop text and eventual multi-media contents for a new web platform dedicated to family carers of older people;

4. Coordinate pilot tests of a prototype of web platform in two European countries in collaboration with local organisations;

5. Coordinate dissemination and training activities in 27 European countries concerning the web platform indicated above, through the involvement of relevant stakeholders (i.e. family carers, employers of working carers and care professionals), including presentations and training sessions in presence or at distance (through web-based tools);

6. Prepare reports, deliverables and documents to be submitted or circulated before/after meetings (including data collection, drafting, collection of feedback, minutes).

Requirements:

· Advanced command of spoken and written English;
· Previous experience in project management, especially concerning EU-funded projects;
· Experience in carrying out research at national and/or international level, preferably concerning caregiving related issues and/or the role of ICTs in developing innovative services for citizens;
· IT skills, including ability to use more innovative web-based programs, such as management of on-line calendar, Skype teleconferencing, document uploading, basic web-design etc.; 
· General knowledge of web-based service provision, preferably addressing family carers’ needs, is strongly recommended.
The ideal candidate preferably holds a doctoral degree, preferably in areas related to ICT-based services, but other disciplinary backgrounds will be considered as well. A master degree will be considered for those candidates with extensive prior experience of project coordination at EU level and with excellent references.
The offered contract is for a position involving 20 hours of work per week, starting from January 2013 until November 2015.
